Built from the stone of the Kings of France, Cour des 

Vosges is rewriting its history. 

The Marais district, Paris; the royal square of the famous 

Place des Vosges. Evok has awakened and poetically 

transformed a sleeping beauty, the former Hôtel de Mont-

brun, a listed historical monument where time appears 

to have stood still.
